We will cover theory, practical, colour, texture, 
light, movement and composition.  There will 
also be “questions and answers” exercises.  
 
Please bring with you all your camera 
equipment, ensuring you have plenty of 
film/memory cards, and plenty of fully charged 
batteries.  Battery recharging opportunities will 
be very limited if you bring your charger with 
you.  Do not worry about the type of camera 
you have, your chosen workshop is designed to 
cater for all levels of camera.  For outdoor 
photography, please bring waterproof clothing 
and sturdy shoes or wellies with you.  If it is 
muddy outside we will need to change shoes 
before going in (especially if using 
accommodation)

on each day in the venue’s own restaurant.  If 
you have any special needs and/or dietary 
requirements (including if you would like meat 
on the menu), then please let me know.

 CURRENT WORKSHOPS 
 
Dragonfly 2 day workshop  -  £90.00 
24 – 25 June 2008 
 
Day one will begin with indoor photography on herb 
plants, colour differences and lighting (outside if the 
weather is fine), and finding our way around our 
cameras. 
 
Day two will progress to indoor and outdoor 
photography. Indoors we shall photograph some fun 
“creepy-crawly” items, amber fossils, dragonfly 
stickers which reflect/refract light, and dragonfly 3D 
laser crystals.  We will practice depth of field, light, 
speed and hide some items in plants for extra 
practice.  Outdoors we will take a lakeside walk 
looking for real, wild dragonflies.  If the weather is 
too inclement, we will remain with indoor 
photography.   
 
Bird of Prey 2 day workshop – £110.00 
16 – 17 July 2008 
 
Day one begins with colour, texture and light (outside 
if the weather is fine).  We progress to theory and 
comparison work.  This exercise provides a base on 
which to build and feel comfortable with our 
cameras. 
 
Day two will be photographing captive birds of prey, 
for ease of observation, and to enable us to learn 
about our subject matter.  All birds belong to a 
specific local charity, which will benefit from this 
workshop. Priority will be given to the welfare of 
each bird.   Workshops featuring wild birds are 
planned for the future. 
 
We may also spend time outside buzzard spotting 
(weather permitting).
